GMVHOF NOMINATION FORM INSTRUCTIONS - 2023
ELIGIBILITY
To be eligible for GMVHOF consideration, the following minimum criteria must be met. 
Nominations may be for Veterans that are alive, Killed-In-Action, or deceased. 
1. Military Veteran 

GMVHOF’s Definition of a Military Veteran: A person who has been discharged from the active or reserve components of the United States Army, Navy, Air Force, Marines, or Coast Guard and is in possession of a DD Form 214 or equivalent discharge form if the Nominees’ separation from military service was prior to the use of the DD Form 214 in 1950.
2. Honorable Service

The Veteran must be in possession of an Honorable Discharge and have no felony convictions. 
3. Georgia Military Veteran

To be considered a “Georgia” Military Veteran, at least one of three requirements must be met:
(a) Born in Georgia, or (b) Entered military service in Georgia, or (cas ) Lived in Georgia for at least 10 years. 
4. Be of good character
NOTE: Each nomination packet has a three-year life span. There is no limit to the number of times that a Georgia Military Veteran may apply for selection consideration to the GMVHOF. 
NOTE: Each Veteran that is nominated to the GMVHOF may, upon request, receive a "GMVHOF Certificate of Honor (CoH)". Awarding of the CoH does not add to or take away from being considered for induction but simply serves as a way of sincere recognition by the GMVHOF of Veteran or the Veteran’s family, if deceased.   
NOTE: Non-Eligible Georgia Military Veterans - To preclude conflict of interest or the appearance thereof, the members of the GMVHOF Board of Directors and GMVHOF Independent Selection Committee are not eligible for consideration for selection to the GMVHOF until three years after they have ceased service. 
CATEGORIES
The Georgia Military Veteran’s Hall of Fame has three categories for nomination and entry:

1. VALOR - Category 1: Having been awarded an award (or awards) for valor during an active-duty combat tour. 

2. ACHIEVEMENT - Category 2: For significant achievement(s) impacting the military overall. The achievement(s) must have contributed to the improvement of the military in an obvious manner as confirmed by military recognition.
3. SERVICE - Category 3: For those who have honorably served in the US Armed Forces, and then contributed exceptionally to community, state, and / or nation after active duty or active reserve component duty.

* Please white-out or black-out the Social Security Number on all copies of documents that are submitted. 

* Please do not staple any pages together. 

* Please submit only the items requested below. 

* Please arrange the completed items in the Nomination Package in the following order:

1. GMVHOF Nomination Form - 2023 
Both pages of this form must be completed in its entirety.


2. Cover Letter 
The Cover Letter should be a one-page narrative stating why the Nominee should be considered for induction into the GMVHOF. The Cover Letter must also state which category the Nominee is being nominated (VALOR, ACHIEVEMENT or SERVICE). The Cover Letter should contain enough significant information so that, ideally, a one-page Citation can be produced by the GMVHOF Staff which would then be read at the Induction Ceremony, forwarded to the media, and eventually be on permanent display in the GMVHOF. The narrative should be typed, double spaced and font size of no less than 10 font, please. NOTE: The Cover Letter is VERY important and is the ONLY document that is forwarded to the Independent Selection Committee for their review and ranking. For additional information concerning the selection process, please review the “HOW” portion of the GMVHOF document, “WHY, WHO, WHAT, WHEN, WHERE, HOW”. 
3. Copy of DD Form 214 or equivalent discharge form if the Nominees’ separation from military service was prior to the use of the DD Form 214 in 1950.
4. Proof of Georgia connection

Provide documentation showing that the Nominee is a Georgia Veteran.
The Nominee must meet at least one (1) of the three (3) following requirements:

(a.) Born in Georgia (Copy of Birth Certificate)
(b.) Entered military service in Georgia (Can be found on the DD Form 214)

(c.) Lived in Georgia for a minimum of 10 years (Copy of tax records, home purchase or rental docs, etc)

5. Award(s) for VALOR, ACHIEVEMENT, or SERVICE
    * VALOR - Category 1: Provide copies of citations for valor if the Nominee is being nominated for VALOR.

    * ACHIEVEMENT - Category 2: Provide copies of citations or other documentation for achievement if the  

      Nominee is being nominated for ACHIEVEMENT.

    * SERVICE - Category 3: Provide appropriate documentation substantiating notable service to the community, 
       state, and / or nation if the Nominee is being nominated for SERVICE. 

6. Photographs 
Provide TWO 8” X 10” photographs of the same photo (not two different photos), color or black & white, in a portrait orientation only (not landscape orientation) and only with the Nominee in the photograph. The photograph may be a current one or, preferably, of the Nominee in uniform, while in service. Photographs will not be returned. If selected, the photograph will eventually be on display in the GMVHOF.

7. $25.00 Nomination Processing Fee
Each nomination packet should include $25.00 for processing expenses. Please make the check out to: “Georgia Military Veterans’ Hall of Fame” for: “Nomination Processing Fee”
NOTE: Nominations MUST BE RECIVED NLT COB, 31 July 2023 to be considered for the Induction Class of 2023.
